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FAIR USAGE POLICY & DATA SPEEDS

With the evolving
technology landscape, the
need for faster internet is
rising. Given networks have
capacity limits, telcos
reduce internet-speed for
users after the latter's data
packs get exhausted. This is
called Fair Usage Policy
(FUP). Jatin Grover
examines the policy,
relevantTrai rules, and
recent talks on the subject.

Fair Usage Policy

INTHE TELECOM sector, Fair Usage
Policy (FUP) means lowering the data
connectivity speeds after a user
exhausts his/her daily or monthly
limit of data. The telecom operators
and internet service providers giving
mobile data and broadband keep a
tab on the data activity of users.
Based on the data activity and data
limit in the active recharge plans,
they apply FUP guidelines to prevent
a user from over-consuming data.
Simply put, ifa user has alimit of 1
GB per day. After the user consumes
that quantum of data, the telecom
operator reduces the speed to 64
Kbps, thereby prompting users to

Why was such a policy needed

DATA COMES AT a cost to telecom
operators and internet service

providers. Given the way the billing
system has evolved with unlimited data
offering and unlimited voice, it becomes

difficult for telecom operators to

actually deduct the balance in case of
over-consumption of data. So, in order
to protect the data speeds/quality for
other people on the same network and
save costs, the need for a the fair usage

policy was felt.

Simply put, earlier, telcos deducted
the recharged amount for making voice
calls if data was used above the limit.
Given now there is no requirement for
voice recharge plans, the telcos can

Are users alerted

NO, TELCOS OR ISPs do
not alert when FUP s
activated. The same
gets automatically
applied after the data
quote is over. However,
companies do send
messages when a user
consumes 50% of the
data, 90% of the data,
and 100% of the data
allotted. With details on
their tariff plans on the
website, the telecom
operators are also
required to mention the
speed limit after data
consumption.

The Telecom
Regulatory Authority of
India (Trai) has only
mandated fair usage
policy to promote fair
play and prevent
telecom companies
that have a higher
market share from
capturing further
market by offering
unlimited internet.

UNSEASONAL RAINS IN the
last one month have impacted
onion cropsin two key produc-
ing states — Maharashtra,and
Madhya Pradesh

Officials told FE that recent
rains are expected to result in
higher moisture content in
onion crops, thus reducing the
shelf-life of the kitchen bulb
while actual production losses
are still to be assessed by the
governments.

Rains in April have also
caused some damage to grapes,
pomegranates, mangoes and
vegetables in several districts of
Maharashtra including Pune,
Ahmednagar, Nashik, Jalgaon
and Satara districts and the
state government is currently
undertaking loss assessment
surveys for providing assis-
tance to farmers.

According to state govern-
ment officials, moisture con-
tent in the rabi onion,which is
stored and meets the supplies
till October, will be higher
because of rains and it would
reduce shelf-life from six to
four months.

"While moisture contentin
onion harvestwould be higher
because of unseasonal rains in
the last fewweeks, any further

recharge. The reduced speeds are

only reduce the speeds.

"Continuousrainsinthelast
one month in key producing
areas could shrunk shelf-life of
onion, resulting in supply con-
straints around September,"
said Uday Devlankar, former
adviser to the Maharashtra
agriculture prices commission
and a farmer.

Meanwhile, the govern-
ment has decided to purchase
0.3 million tonne (MT) in the
current rabi season (2023-24)
from the farmers for building
buffer stock.

The government had pro-
cured 0.25 MT of onion for the
buffer stock in 2022-23
against 0.2 MT purchased in
the previousyear.

The onion stock was pro-
cured through farmers’cooper-
ative Nafed from farmers of
Maharashtra,Gujaratand Mad-
hya Pradesh.

Because of unseasonal
rains in March this year Nafed
had procured around 25,000
tonne of onion harvested in
kharif season at a rate around
3900/quintal to help farmers
due to sharp drop in prices.

In March 2023 retail onion
inflationwasdown 30.87% on
year.

The estimated production
of onion during the 2022-23
crop year (July-June) is around
31.8 MT against 31.7 MT
reported in the previous year.
The output of kitchen bulbs
was 26.64 MTin 2020-21.
